- Comwall, is a non-sectarian, non-political registered
charity, the aims and objectives of which are to both
preserve and promote the history, language and
cultures of the Celtic countries and of Comwall in

particular.

It is of particular importance for Comwall as the
Comish branch was founded by Henry Jenner and
was admitted to membership of the international body
in 1904 (above), settling the Cornish and Cornwall
firmly into the modern world of the Celtic people of
the British isles and Atlantic coasts.

The first Congress held in Comnwall was in 1932
and held at Truro. The most recent one in Cornwall
was in 2007 at Tremough, near Penryn.

Each of the six constituent countries, Wales, Ireland,
Isle of Man, Scotland, Brittany, & Kemow, host the
Annual Conference in an agreed rotation. It will once
again be the turn of the Comish branch to host this
prestigious event from Easter Monday 1 April, 2013 to
Saturday 6 April 2013, at the Lanhydrock Hotel & Golf
Club, Lostwithiel Road, Bodmin, when we would hope
to acquaint between 80 and 120 visiting delegates on
Bodmin and the surrounding area in Cornwalls
distinctive history and culture.

That said the Comish branch recognises the need to
be forward looking and acknowledges the requirement
to engage with the younger generation. If the Celtic
Congress and other Comish cultural organisations are
to survive into the 21" century it is absolutely essential
that organisations such as ours engage with younger
people. Whilst many groups within the 'Celtic World'
acknowledge this fact, very few if any, take the
initiative as is the intention of the Cornish branch and
that, before a truly interational audience. We have
therefore decided that the theme of the 2013
Congress will be "Youth and the Future of Celtic
Culture”. Each of the visiting delegations will be
required to nominate a speaker who is experienced
and sufficiently qualified to deliver a lecture on the
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theme of Congress. The speaker will also be required
to respond to any relevant questions from the floor.

The annual conference follows a well established
pattern of talks, visits to places of interest, Ceilidhs
and concerts. The Comish branch intends the
entertainment will mainly be provided by young
artistes in keeping with the theme of the conference
This will also provide an opportunity to showcase the
very best of young Comish talent. We are currently
organising a programme of events & workshops
specifically for young people to run in parallel with the
annual conference. This will be in consultation with
local youth workers who will supervise this part of the
programme. The local MP Dan Rogerson, is actively
supportive of our efforts.

The Cornish and Breton branches both lack the ability
to obtain grant funding to meet the quite considerable
expenses necessarily incurred by the host branch
meeting the international agreement for the host to
cover the  guest
speakers, visiting entertainers and transport costs
which are incurred when visiting sites of historic and
cultural significance. In common with other charities
we expect that the availability of grant funding will be
further curtailed due to monies being siphoned off in
support of the 2012 London Olympic Games.

SENEDH KERNOW? A Dream or Reality?

10 December, 2011 marked the tenth anniversary of
the presentation of 50,000 individually signed
declarations calling for a Comnish Assembly, made
tothe UK government at No.10 Downing Street
Despite that achievement the then Labour
government ignored the call. Now with Assemblies
operating in Wales and in London, and with a
Parliament (and upcoming independence referendum)
in Scotland the time seemed right to try again. On 12
December, 2011 in the House of Commons, Plaid
Cymru_ (the Welsh national party) tabled an Early Day
Motion (no. 2532), signed by two MPs. It called for
“the formation of a democratically elected Cornish
Assembly to take decisions for the benefit of the
people of Comwall’. 12 MPs have now signed,
including Comwall's 3 Liberal Democrats. This has
sparked interest around the world, with stories
appearing in newspapers as far apart of India, and
Poland, and well as in Britain & Ireland.

The fuller version of this extract article below appeared
in the UK wide Guardian Newspaper on Australia Day
2012, by Steven Morris

Cornish party Mebyon Kemow sees the futur
black and white

When Loveday Jenkin was growing up, the Cornish
flag was rarely seen. Now the white cross on a black
background is ubiquitous, fluttering outside county
hall in Truro and printed on everything from souvenir
boxes of fudge to pasty packaging and car bumper
stickers.

"L think it shows what a long way we've come in just a
few years," says Dr Jenkin, the latest member of
‘Mebyon Kemow — the Party for Cormwall' (MK) — to
be elected to Comwall Council. "Everyone is so much
more aware that we are separate, different, not a part
of England and should have the right to govem
ourselves.”

Scotland has its own parliament, while the assemblies
in Wales and Northern Ireland are maturing. nicely.
And in the far south-west MK is leading the campaign
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for a referendum on a Comish assembly. It is
demanding a meeting with David Cameron and Nick
Clegg to ask why a petition of 50,000 names, the
equivalent of a tenth of the Comish adult population,
appears to have been ignored. The Welsh nationalist
party, Plaid Cymru, has laid down an “early-day motion
in the Commons’ supporting the call for devolution.

MK, which has just celebrated its 60th birthday, is
beginning to do well in local elections, holding five
seats on Konsel Kemow / Cornwall Council — four
more than the British Labour Party.

"Being Cornish is about belonging to the place of
Comwall but also having a particular way of thinking
about things," says Dr Jenkin, a biochemist. "We do
things differently. Our culture s different, we have our
own language. People ask why I identify myself as
Comnish. It's simply because | am Cornish. We have
more in common with Brittany and Wales than the
south-east of England but we're subsumed into
English decision-making."

Comwall Council has discussed ideas that would help
set it apart from the rest of the UK. It has approved the
idea of having a Comish bank holiday at a different
time to England. It has moved to stop people who
have second homes in Cornwall voting there rather
than where they live permanently. The possibility of
setting its own tax on visitors has also been floated
But MK wants to go much further. It does not want full
independence but a Legislative Assembly responsible
for: health, education, training, local government,
housing, economic development, transport, energy,
law and home affairs, environment, agriculture,
forestry and fishing, sports and the arts.

When the Guardian ran a series of articles about
devolution, it asked readers to say how they defined
themselves in terms of nationality. The Cornish results
were dominated by people who preferred to call
themselves "Other’, rather than English or British
They had not been given the option of describing
themselves as ‘Cornish’

Both Cole and Jenkin say they are Cornish first but
British second. "If you do the history, the Celts are the
ancient Britons. Being Cornish and British is
completely logical," says Cole. Jenkin points out that
there had never been an Act of union between
Comwall and England as there was between England
and Scotland, and England and Wales. She thinks of
the monarch as "the queen” rather than "her queen’,
though MK would be prepared to let her open an
assembly building if they get one. Jenkin also believes
Prince Charles, the Duke of Cornwall, and true head of
the realm, could do more to help champion the
cause
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Founded in 1951 at the Oates temperance hotel in
Redruth, Mebyon Kemows seven original aims
included to "study local conditions and attempt to
remedy any that may be prejudicial to the best interest
of Comwall’, to “foster the Comish language and
literature” and by self-knowledge to further the
acceptance of the idea of the Celtic character of
Comwall, one of the six Celtic nations’. From its
beginnings MK had a strong focus on Cornish identity
and culture but was also openly political, and by
September 1951 the party had officially committed
itsell to Comwalls "right to self-government in
domestic affairs in a federated United Kingdom”. It
now has five seats on the Tory-controlled Unitary
Authority, four more than Labour, and has more than
25 town or parish councillors. MK remains a minority
but, it likes to think, one with a big and growing voice.
