Our Librarian, Wendy Benoit, announces it at each meeting. R asmemm

Published 6 times a year, on glossy paper, with wonderful pictures, each issue _somernen
always includes fascinating stories and heaps of information concerning the

happenings in Cornwall.

Diary dates give an insight to the events being held and although there are
advertisements from people plying their wares, it is a magazine worth reading.
Contributions from readers are always welcome and each issue includes a section
of what's happening around the world where there are Cornish folk.

In the last issue, articles on Mousehole (with photos of the Christmas lights) and
Stanhope Alexander Forbes, father of the Newlyn School of Artists were
extremely interesting but it was 2 book review of *Cornish Guernseys” (written by Mary Wright) that |
found fascinating

Quoting from the article
The waditon of Cornish guernseys and knitfrocks has its roots firmly in the fishing industry which once dominated this
region. Guernsey jumpers themselves are not uniquely Cornish - they have been made all over Britain for many years
Named from the knitting industry that found success in the Channel Islands, guernseys were nevertheless seen
throughout the Briish mainland thanks to swong sea links

Those produced n Cornwall however, have a distinct history all their own. The pattern of each garment showed, to a
certain exten, the place in which it was made. Each fishing family wore hand-knitted guernseys in their 'family
pattern” meaning that f either fisherman or jumper was lost its wearer could be identfied

Naturaly, in different parts of Cornwall patterns could be replicated by chance but within small communities this
identification process would have worked

On a pracucal level the jumpers were welksuited for fishermen, as their thick ughty knitted wool provided vital
warmth and protection from the sea-spray and blustery winds that could hit when out on the waves. If weltmade, they
could last for more than wenty years and became an item of clothing for all occasions.

Young boys were given oversized guernseys that reached their knees. something to 'grow into.’

Mentioned in this article also was Rev. Robert Hawker, from Morwenstow, who chose
to wear guernseys rather than his clerical robes.

You may remember that Robert Hawker was an eccentric |9* century clergyman,
whose parsonage at Morwenstow had chimneys resembling miniature churches.
Hawker is best known for his “Song of the Western Men" otherwise known as
Trelawney which Cornish folk sing 5o lustily.

Whilst he published this anonymously, Charles Dickens acknowledged him as the
author.

He is also credited with the introduction (or revival) of Harvest Festivals in churches. In
1843 he welcomed his congregation to celebrate and be thankful for the harvest and he served bread from
the first harvest of corn for that year at Holy Communion.

He spent much of his time in a hut built from driftwood overlooking the
Adlantic Ocean.

Hawker was regarded as a deeply compassionate person, giving Christian
burials to shipwrecked seamen washed up on the shores of the parish,
and was often the first to reach the cliffs when there was a shipwreck.
Prior to this, the bodies of shipwrecked sailors were often either buried
on the beach where they were found or left to the sea.
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(Born circa AD 480)
St Piran is the most well known of the
Saints of Cornwall. His family origins are
obscure, but the tradition that he came
from Ireland is extremely strong
Cornish legend tells how, in old age,
Piran was captured by the local pagan Irish
Jealous of his miraculous healing powers, they tied a
millstone around his neck and threw him off a cliff and into
the sea during an horrendous storm. As Piran hit the
water, the storm abated and the millstone bobbed to the
surface as though it were made of cork!
With his new-found raft, Piran set sail to Cornwall. He
landed at Perran Beach, to which he gave his name, and
built himself a small oratory on Penhale Sands at
Perranporth, where he performed many miracles for the
local people.
He was eventually joined by others seeking solitude and so
established the Abbey of Lanpiran
Piran's rise to be the Patron sain of tin miners stems from
his popularity with the Cornish tin-miners
It s said that Piran himself first discovered tin in Cornwall
(or rediscovered what the Romans knew well) when he
used a large black Cornish rock to build himself a fireplace
He was amazed to find that, as the flames grew hotter, a
trickle of pure white metal began to ooze from the stone.
The trickling white metal upon its black background,
however, remains his most enduring memorial as the
White Cross of St Piran on the Cornish National flag.
Piran founded churches at Perranuthnoe and
Perranarworthal, and a chapel at Tintagel. His holy-well,
the "Venton-Barren" was at Probus.
He probably also made trips to Brittany where he became
an associate of St Cai. Here, Piran is remembered at
Trézélidé, St Peran, Loperan and Saint-Perran
Arthurian tradition, expounded by Geoffrey of Monmouth,
says that he became chaplain to the great King Arthur and
was made Archbishop of Ebrauc (York)
Traditionally, Piran died at his little hermitage on 5th
March though, his true feast day may have been the |8th
Noverber as found in the Launceston Church Calendar.
St Piran's Day, on Sth March, is very popular in Cornwall
and many Cornish-themed events occur in the Duchy and
also in areas around the world in which there is a large
community descended from Cornish emigrants
The largest St Piran's Day event is the march across the
dunes to St Piran's cross which thousands of people
attend, generally dressed in black, white and gold, and
carrying the Cornish Flag
Daffodils are also carried and placed at the cross.
Black, white and gold are colours associated with Cornwall
due to St Piran's Flag (black and white), and the Duchy
Shield (gold coins - bezants - on black).

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I recently re-watched the TV series, "Islands of Great Britain’ and was
staggered to see the narrator of the series, Martin Clunes (from Doc
Martin) land by helicopter on the Bishop Rock Lighthouse, located west
of the Sy Isles

s he climbed from the helicopter, we were given some idea of the
ferocity of the winds and yet it was 2 relatively calm day.

Due to the treacherous seas and the difficulty in reaching the lighthouse, |
the heliport was built in 1976 to transfer keepers on and off the

lighthouse. The lighthouse became fully automated in 1992

Today the lighthouse has ten floors, and up to four visitors can stay for a week to three weeks - you just
need to be able to bear the helicopter ride and landing, along with the isolation

Dangers to ships around the coast of Cornwall
winter gales with high winds
circular tides between Lands End and Scilly sles changed direction every 2 or 3 hours
hidden rocks off shore
It was the first land for ships that may have been at sea for many months
poor charts in days of sailing ships with basic navigational aids compared with today's Global

History of Cornish lighthouses
. the earliest record of lights to help shipping is the payment of "beaconage’ from fishermen to the
chapel of Carn Breain 1396
St Michaels Mount has 2 stone lantern on top of its church dating from the |5th century
arecord of a beacon shown by the chapel of St Nicholas at St Ives s dated in 1538
Henry VIIl's dissolution of the monasteries meant that these, and other, church beacons could no
longer function
however Henry founded Trinity House in 1514 which then became responsible for supplying pilots
round the coast, and later for the building and maintenance of lighthouses.

History of Bishop Rock
Bishop Rock Lighthouse stands on a rock ledge 46m long by 16m wide, 4 miles west of
the Scilly Isles. The rocks rise sheer from a depth of 45m and are exposed to the full
force of the Atlantic Ocean making this one of the most hazardous and difficult sites for
the building of a lighthouse.

The rocks around the Scilly Isles caused the wreck of many ships over the years
including the loss of Sir Cloudesley Shovel's squadron of the British Fleet in 1707 in
which 2,000 men died

The Elder Brethren of Trinity House decided that the lighting of the Scilly sles, which
at that time consisted of only the old lighthouse at St. Agnes, was inadequate, and
resolved to build a lighthouse on the most westerly danger, the Bishop Rock.

James Walker, Engineer in Chief to Trinity House, was against building a solid granite
tower arguing that the rock ledge was too small and the elements too powerful, being exposed as it was to
the full force of the Atlantic Ocean. Walker demonstrated that the wind pressures at times exceeded 7,000
Ib per square foot, and as many as 30 gales a year were not unusual in the area.

Thus in 1847, it was decided to erect a screw-pile lighthouse at a cost of £12,000.
The first task was to sink cast iron legs into the solid granite, braced and stayed with wrought iron rods. The
designer maintained that the waves would be able to roll freely among the piles instead of being obstructed
by the solid mass of masonry tower.

When work was suspended at the end of 1849 the building was complete all but the installation of the

lighting apparatus,
Before it could be completed the following season, 2 heavy gale swept away the whole structure on the

evening of 5th February 1850
